3. City Hall, the Library, and Public Works will be closed on Tuesday, November 11th for Veteran’s Day and Thursday, November 27th for Thanksgiving Day. 
4. The next regular Council meeting will be held on Tuesday, November 18, 2025, at 6pm at Memorial Hall.
